Parents are encouraged to be involved with the Title I program at their schools, including writing the Program Proposal, which specifies how Title I dollars will be spent at each school.  Parents are also welcome to call or visit the APS Title I Department to learn more about how Title I funds are used to support academic achievement in the areas of reading, math and science within the district.
The Title I Department provides:
· Support to schools in the following areas: budget; compliance with Title I law; district meetings on best practices; samples and materials to help schools develop their school parent involvement policy and compact; and assistance with planning the school’s Title I Annual Meeting parent meetings around academic areas and leadership training for parents.
· Training for principals and staff in understanding Title I law as it applies to improving academic success, especially for those students at greatest risk of failure, and how parent involvement plays a key role in that process.

· Support to schools in providing information about state standards and assessments to parents.
· Materials and training, videos, reading programs, best practices and tools to support schools in assisting  parents with strategies  for working with their children
· Information, tools and assistance to schools in order to value parents on committees, and to reach out to all parents through a variety of programs, meeting times and methods of communication
· Support in assuring all Title I related documents are available in all languages represented in a school’s community, as much as is possible.
· Funds distributed directly to schools for parent involvement. Information about these funds is given to parents at the schools’ Title I Annual Meeting and is available to parents upon request from the school principal.
· Coordination among Even Start, Juntos para los ninos, Early Childhood Department, Community Schools and Partnerships Department and other APS programs, as well as community organizations, to engage parents in strategies for early learning.
· Surveys, through the APS Research Deployment and Accountability Department (RDA), on the effectiveness of parent involvement programs., Guidance for schools on how to use surveys and data with their parent involvement committees to develop parent involvement policies, and to identify barriers to participation by all parents. 
· Meetings with parents to gather input about the District Parent Involvement Policy (this document) and annual revisions to reflect parent input.  These meetings are advertised at Title I schools and on the District website.  Parents are always welcome to send ideas or suggestions about how Title I can improve parent involvement to the District website or by visiting or calling the Title I office.
· Collaboration with the New Mexico Parent Information and Resource Center (PIRC) to provide training to schools and parents, and information about the NMPIRC in all APS Title I schools.

FILING A COMPLAINT: 

Parents with concerns should first talk with their child’s teacher, then the school principal, and then the APS Student Service Center.  They should try to find out if the issue regards Title I.  The next step is to contact the APS Title I Department, and, if the issue or concern is still not addressed or resolved to the parent(s) satisfaction, they should contact the New Mexico Public Education Department.
